Wills for Heroes is a program jointly sponsored in Virginia by the VSB Young Lawyers Conference (YLC) and the VBA Young Lawyers Division (YLD), in conjunction with the Fredericksburg Area Bar Association (FABA) to provide wills, powers of attorney and medical directs to local emergency personnel.  The Fredericksburg Area Bar Association is proud to support our heroes in bringing the program to Spotsylvania County and the City of Fredericksburg.  

First Responders and their spouses will be able to obtain the following services through the Program:  Estate Planning, Will Preparation, Power of Attorney and Advanced Medical Directive.
Members of the Fredericksburg Area Bar Association will conduct Educational Seminars in February, 2010 and First Responders and their spouses who wish to participate in the Wills for Heroes Program must attend at least 1 of the Educational Seminars presentations.  You may attend any of the sessions offered. 
The Program is offered to the following individuals and their spouses:  Fredericksburg Police Officers, Fredericksburg and Spotsylvania Sheriff’s Deputies, Fredericksburg and Spotsylvania Career and Volunteer Fire Fighters, and Spotsylvania and Fredericksburg Rescue Squad personnel.  (Any individual who goes on calls, etc.)  Please note that the program is not offered to civilian staff or administrative staff members.  Each First Responder and spouse will be allotted 1 hour time slots during the Will Preparation Sessions to be held in March, 2010.  The Will Preparation Sessions are scheduled for 1 hour time slots and First Responders will sign up for their Will Preparation time at the end of the Educational Seminar.  

NOTE:  First Responders who have assets over 1.5 million, including life insurance, OR, if they own a business other than with their spouse, are not qualified to participate in the Program to have wills drawn up as their estate planning needs are likely to be more complex than this program can accommodate.  Those First Responders, who do not qualify due to the above, are eligible to participate in the Program for a POA and/or Advance Medical Directive.
